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1.  DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES.  The contractor shall provide all management, tools, equipment and labor necessary to perform Basewide Custodial Services at Langley Air Force Base (AFB), Virginia.  Contractor must ensure that custodial services identified in the Statement of Work (SOW) are in accordance with Cleaning Makes Cents:  Benchmarks for Managing Your Cleaning Operations published by the Building Owners and Management Association (BOMA), commercial standards, local, state and federal requirements.  The contractor shall maintain each facility to present a neat, clean and professional working environment at all times, at frequencies determined by the contractor.  Contractor is also required to provide and replenish soap and paper products in all restrooms.
1.1.  LEVELS OF CLEANING.  Levels of Cleaning as identified in this SOW are described below.  Locations, square footages, time of service and level of cleaning for Langley AFB facilities are found in Appendixes A and B. 

Basic Service:  These areas require cleaning of all visible dirt from surfaces.  It is the minimum level of service acceptable to occupants.  These areas would include administrative type offices and areas similar to BOMA’s classification of Tenant Suites.

Prestige:  These areas require regularly scheduled cleaning of surfaces regardless of whether dirt is visible.  These areas would include highly visible type offices or areas similar to BOMA’s classification of Executive Areas.

Clinical:  These areas require the removal of all dirt, including bacteria viruses from all surfaces.  In addition to “Clinical” requirements, the Child Development Center (CDC) requires additional services as identified in paragraph 1.3.1.

1.2.  EXCLUSIONS.  The following tasks, although identified in BOMA’s specification, are excluded from the particular levels of service and are excluded for this requirement.

1.3.   UNIQUE REQUIREMENTS.

1.3.1.  CDC.  In the interest of public health and sanitation, the Air Force expects the highest quality of cleanliness in this facility. The normal operating hours for the CDC are 0600-2200 hours.  The contractor shall clean up after spills and provide spot cleaning as needed.  Tables used for eating and surrounding floor areas shall be cleaned after each meal.  All remaining tables and chairs shall be cleaned at least daily.

1.3.1.1.  All employees working at the CDC and/or Youth Center shall pass an Installation Record Check (IRC), and a State Criminal History Repository Check (SCHRC). These background checks shall include, but not be limited to, a local police check covering the past ten (10) years, a State check and a Federal Check covering the past five (5) years.  No person arrested or convicted of violent crimes involving children, to include child abuse, drug or alcohol use, shall be allowed to work in any CDC or Youth Center.  The contractor must provide a statement signed by each employee stating working in the CDC or Youth Center that they have no prior convictions of violent crimes (IAW AFI 34-701, Jul 94).  Written proof must be received at the Pre-performance Conference that all local, state, and Federal background checks have been initialized on all employees assigned to work in the CDC or Youth Center.  When background checks have been finalized, results will be made available upon request to the Contracting Officer (CO).  Failure to provide these statements will prohibit contractor employee(s) entrance into the CDC or Youth Centers.  

1.3.1.2.  All contractor employees assigned to the CDC/Youth Centers must be in good physical and mental condition and be free of communicable diseases, to include Tuberculosis, prior to entering the CDC or Youth Centers.  All contract employees must have the immunizations required by AFJI 48-110, Nov 95, as well as those required by local civilian authorities.  The contractor shall be responsible for providing certification that all of his employees meet the above conditions.  The contractor shall provide, upon the CO’s request, the health records of each employee assigned to the CDC/Youth Center during the term of this contract.

1.3.2.  PERFORMANCE DOCUMENTATION.  The contractor shall provide a cleaning frequency schedule at contract start date.  The Quality Control Plan, subject to Government approval, shall be provided 5 days after contract start date.  Contractor quality control inspection sheets will be made available to Quality Assurance Personnel (QAP) on a monthly basis and to the CO upon request.

1.3.3. SPECIAL/EMERGENCY SITUATIONS.

1.3.3.1.  The CO may require the contractor to perform out of sequence cleaning from the normal work schedule due to special events (i.e. major inspections, open house, etc.).  When such an instance occurs, the CO will issue a Special Situation Job Order provided by the QAP containing the task(s) to be accomplished.  These job orders will be for work within the scope of the contract, but above and beyond the basic contract requirements.  The contractor will be reimbursed for the cost associated with performing Special Situation Job Orders at the hourly rate specified in the bid schedule.

1.3.3.2.  Performance of this work shall in no way relieve the contractor of performing normal custodial work required under this contract.  If this additional work interferes with other contract requirements, (such as scheduled cleaning), the contractor shall be allowed a reasonable amount of time to complete all interrupted service(s).  The contractor will be notified at least three working days prior to a special situation, however, there may be cases where only one day or less notice can be given.  The contractor may be diverted to emergency situations and respond within one hour of notification.

2.  SERVICE DELIVERY SUMMARY. The contractor service requirements are summarized into performance objectives that relate directly to mission essential items.  The performance threshold briefly describes the minimum acceptable levels of service required for each requirement.  These thresholds are critical to mission success.

3.  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES.   The government will provide telephone service (on-base and local calls only), electricity, refuse collection, facility maintenance, insect and rodent control, grounds maintenance, police, fire, and rescue services.  The contractor may use only designated janitor closets for the storage of equipment and supplies.  The government will also provide emergency medical transportation, if required.  The contractor shall reimburse the government for the cost of these medical services at current rates of reimbursement.

3.1.  FACILITIES.  Building 1332, 758 Durand Loop Road, approximately 2500 square feet, office/storage area.

4.  GENERAL INFORMATION.
4.1.  POINT OF CONTACT.  The contractor shall provide a primary point of contact in writing at time of contract award.  This individual will have full authority to interface with the Government representative or CO on all contract matters relating to the daily operations.  If the primary point of contact should change, the contractor shall, within 5 calendar days of the change, notify the CO in writing. 

4.2.  HOURS OF OPERATION.  The normal hours of operation for Langley AFB are 0730 to 1630, Monday through Friday.  The contractor customer service hours shall be the same.  The contractor will follow the cleaning times specified in Appendix A.  The contractor will be provided escorts to access those areas specified in Appendices A & B, requiring service after normal duty hours.  All buildings are subject to 24-hour operations during alerts or other exercises.

4.5.  ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENT FOR UTILIZING RECOVERABLE MATERIALS.  The Federal Government is committed to the protection of the environment.  To advance this goal at Langley AFB, the contractor shall utilize recovered content materials to the maximum extent practicable in accordance with the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) Comprehensive Procurement Guidelines (CPG) located at http://www.epa.gov/cpg/products.htm and Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Clause 52.223-4, Recovered Materials Certification.

4.5.1.  Report use of applicable recovered content materials on the CPG shall be reported on the chart provided as Attachment 1.  Although the chart is provided as a tool, it is not intended to replace the aforementioned EPA guidelines.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to stay apprised of any new additions to these guidelines.

4.5.2.  The contractor shall also provide the minimum percentage of recovered materials to ensure compliance with the affirmative procurement requirements as stated in FAR clause 52.223-9, Certification of Percentage of Recovered Material Content for EPA Designated Items Used in Performance of the Contract.

4.5.3.  Documentation of recoverable materials shall be submitted to the CO at the end of the period of performance.
