STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR

REFUSE RECYCLING SERVICES

1.  DESCRIPTION of SERVICES.  The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, vehicles, supervision, and other items and services necessary to perform refuse collection and recycling services as defined in this Statement of Work at Cannon Air Force Base, New Mexico.  The contractor shall perform to the standards in the contract and comply with all local, state, and federal regulations.  Historical weight figures, container specifications, suggested recycling marketers, and recyclable materials are in Appendix 1.  This information is based on historical records and are not guaranteed to be accurate/current.  Collection stations and pickup frequencies are in Appendix 2.  Optional recycling work requirements for 801 Military Family Housing in Clovis and Portales are in Appendix 3.  The government shall exercise any one, a combination of, or no optional work requirements at their convenience.  All optional work shall be bid as a stand alone cost item by the contractor and in the event no options are exercised by the government, the contractor shall not receive any monetary adjustment in non-optional bid schedule contract line items.

1.1.  COLLECTION REQUIREMENTS. 

1.1.1.  Routes/Schedules Submittals.  The contractor shall establish vehicle routes and collection schedules.  Schedules shall be submitted to the contracting officer five (5) calendar days prior to start of contract performance.  The contracting officer must approve the route and collection schedule submittals prior to the contractor starting work.  The contractor shall collect all refuse, garbage, organic waste and recyclable material.  No changes are allowed to the schedule or haul route without the contracting officer’s approval.  Frequency tables are located at Appendix 2.

1.1.2.  Unscheduled Collections.  The contracting officer or quality assurance (QA) personnel may require the contractor to make unscheduled collections, disposals, and relocation of bulk containers (8 CY) for special events or other occasions.  The contractor shall respond within 4 hours of notification.  Unscheduled services shall be by separate work order IAW CLIN's 0001AD, 0004AD, 0007AD, 0010AD, 0013AD as applicable.

1.1.3.  Special Events.  The contracting officer or quality assurance (QA) personnel may require the contractor to provide additional refuse bulk containers (either 8 CY or 30 CY), bulk containers for cardboard (8 CY) and/or facility recycling bins (group(s) of 3, 35 Gal) for any special event.  The contractor shall deliver the container(s), empty the container(s) either at the end of the event or if the container is at least 80% full and remove the container(s) at the end of the event.  The contractor shall respond within 24 hours of notification.  Special events shall be by separate work order IAW CLIN 000xAE.  Additional work required for special events shall not relieve the contractor of the responsibility to perform existing scheduled required services.  For events requiring more than one emptying, the additional quantity shall be reflected on the work order for payment.

1.1.4.  Large Bulk Container (30 CY “Roll-Off”) Collections.  The contracting officer or quality assurance (QA) personnel shall issue work orders to the contractor to provide collection, disposal, and return of the three MFH bulk containers identified in Appendix 2.  Work orders may be issued for any combination of the three containers.  The contractor shall respond within 2 hours of notification and containers returned by the end of the day.  These services shall be by separate work order IAW CLIN 000xAK.
1.1.5.  Inclement Weather Schedule.  The contractor shall collect refuse and recyclable material during periods of inclement weather.  In cases of severe weather, the contracting officer may authorize exceptions.  When exceptions are granted, the contractor shall make up all missed collections within 24 hours after the severe weather has terminated, unless the contracting officer authorizes additional time.

1.1.6.  Refuse Collection During High Winds.  During times when wind speeds exceed 30 mph, the contractor shall delay refuse collection along the flight line until the high winds subside or decrease to below 30 mph.  The contractor shall make every effort to collect refuse the same day or before 9:00 am the next duty day.  Refuse collection in other areas of the base shall continue during high winds unless otherwise authorized by the Contracting Officer.  The contractor shall notify the contracting officer or the QA when collection along the flight line is delayed.  Flight line dumpsters are identified in Appendix 2.

1.1.7.  Holiday Pick-up.  The contractor is not required to provide services on Federal Holidays.  The contractor shall provide any missed service the next working day following a Federal Holiday in addition to their regularly scheduled collections in accordance with the terms and conditions of this contract.

1.1.8.  Route Parameters.  The contractor shall establish routes to the Base through the Main gate on Hwy 60/84 or Portales gate on State Highway 467.  The collection schedule shall be established so collection operations shall be made between the hours of 7:30 am and 2:00 pm, Monday through Saturday.  Collection operations for MFH units shall start no earlier than 8:30 am and be completed by 1:00 pm.  Collection operations for food service facilities (the Landing building 1820, the End Zone building 1208, Dining Hall building 1199, the golf course club house building 2206 and Burger King building 1230) shall be completed by 8:30 am.  Collection operations outside these hours will require prior approval from the contracting officer.

1.1.9.  Points of Collection.  The contractor shall collect refuse and recycling materials from all containers (either contractor owned or government supplied) identified in Appendix 2.  Collection stations and frequency of pickup for refuse and recyclable material pickup are shown in Appendix 2.  
1.1.9.1.  The contractor shall provide all bulk containers for refuse and recycling as identified in Appendix 2.  The contractor shall position bulk containers for customer ease in depositing refuse.  This may require repositioning of containers from time to time.  The contractor shall position containers to minimize interference with adjacent parking areas, sidewalks, roadways, overhead utilities, trees, and other potential obstructions.  The contractor shall provide bulk waste/item collection at all refuse dumpster collection stations.  Bulk item collection shall be completed the same day that the bulk refuse containers are to be serviced by the contractor.  The contractor shall list locations where bulk items have been placed while doing the daily route schedule.  The contractor shall then return and remove bulk items at these pickup points the same day.  Bulk items/waste for pickup shall be placed within ten feet of the dumpsters.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to remove these items to an approved disposal facility off base.  Bulk items such as scrap lumber, wood pallets, and scrap metal shall be collected and recycled in accordance with paragraph 1.2. Recyclable Materials Processing.

1.1.9.2.  The contractor shall set up an area within the recycling center fenced area to receive and allow base personnel, or other government contractors access to dispose of waste such as tree limbs, branches, grass clippings, leaves and other organic material for mulching/composting operations at the Clovis City Landfill.  The area provided for deposit/drop off of organic waste shall be clearly identified and marked.

1.1.9.3.  The contractor shall set up an area outside the recycling center fenced area to receive and allow base personnel, or other government contractors’ access to deposit/drop off of recyclable material.  The contractor shall provide recycling bulk containers and shall clearly label each one for the specific commodity to be collected.  The area provided for deposit/drop off of recyclable materials shall be clearly identified and marked.

1.1.9.4.  The contractor shall provide pick-up, transportation and delivery of refuse and recyclable materials from all MFH residential units at the curbside.  Refuse shall be transported to an appropriate commercial landfill.  Recyclable materials shall be carried to the recycling center for processing.  Adequate procedures will be employed to prevent commingling of refuse, recyclable material and organic waste.  The contractor shall also be required to pick up debris placed in cartons, plastic bags with ties, boxes, cans, tied bundles, or other containers at the designated pickup points in the same manner as if it were a specified container, provided no single item to be lifted weighs in excess of 70 pounds or exceeds six feet in length.  Collection of refuse shall normally be from government provided containers (approximately 90-gallons).  After servicing, the contractor shall return the container to its original position with the lid closed.  The contractor shall also provide bulk waste/item collection at all MFH residential unit pickup locations.  Bulk item collection shall be on an on call basis initiated by the occupant and picked up by the contractor at a mutually agreed upon date.  Bulk items/waste for MFH shall be placed near the containers of the normal refuse collection pickup point.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to remove these items to an approved disposal facility off base.  Bulk items, which can be considered as a recyclable material, shall be collected and recycled in accordance with paragraph 1.2. Recyclable Materials Processing.  The contractor shall provide services for 100 unscheduled/extra pick-up/collections per year for MFH residential units at no additional cost to the government.

1.1.9.5.  The contractor shall provide pick-up, transportation and delivery of recyclable material from all identified base facility collection stations to the recycling center.  Adequate procedures such as marking the recycling bins for materials should be employed to prevent excessive commingling.  The contractor shall collect recyclable materials from each base facility identified in Appendix 1.  The government shall provide two flat bed trailers with 10 recycling containers each for recyclable material collection at the dining hall (building 1199).  One trailer shall be stationed at the dining hall and the other used for replacement pickup.

1.1.10.  Cubic Yard Capacity.  Proposed capacity of containers is indicated in Appendix 1.  The government reserves the right to change the cubic yard capacity at any collection station, reduce or increase the frequency of a collection station or change the number of collection stations as long as it does not increase the overall total cubic yard capacity requirement of this SOW.  

1.1.11.  Government-Approved Containers.  Collection of refuse and recyclable materials in all areas except residential areas shall be from contractor-provided, government-approved containers and recycling bins or plastic bags provided by the resident.  The occupants in residential areas will provide their own refuse containers.  Required number of bulk containers is identified in Appendix 2.

1.1.12.  Maintaining Containers and Collection Areas.  The contractor shall return all containers to their original location after servicing, in an upright position with the lids securely in place (closed).  The contractor will also be responsible for immediately cleaning up any spills, debris, etc., which may occur during servicing of containers.  All refuse on the ground within ten feet of a container, whether spilled by the contractor or placed there by base personnel, shall be picked up by the contractor during collection.  The contractor shall collect debris placed at collection stations; for example, tree branches, sacks, cartons, boxes, cans, tied bundles, wood pallets or other containers.  The contractor will be responsible for keeping collection areas free of refuse, debris and recyclable material.

1.1.13.  Weighing of Vehicles.  All vehicles used in the collection of refuse shall be weighed on state certified vehicle scales before departing the base or on state certified scales at the landfill.  Incoming and outgoing vehicle weights shall be recorded on weigh tickets provided by the operator at the weigh station.  Original tickets shall be submitted to the contracting officer within two working days from the end of the month.  Invoices shall reflect the disposed tonnage figures, date of disposal, type of vehicle and cost of landfill tipping fees.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for tipping fees according to the submitted invoices.

1.2.  RECYCLABLE MATERIALS PROCESSING.  The contractor shall provide a recycling bin for each MFH unit, a minimum of three recycling bins for each facility, cardboard collection containers for specific facilities and recycling equipment as identified in Appendix 1.  Recyclable materials for collection, processing, and marketing are identified in Appendix 1.

1.2.1.  MFH.  The contractor shall collect and separate at curbside recyclable materials from each MFH residential unit, load into individual compartments on the recycling collection truck, and transport all recyclable materials to the on-base recycling center for further processing.  The contractor shall collect all recyclable materials set out by the residents, even if the material is not contained within the contractor provided recycling bin.

1.2.2.  Base Facilities.  Each base facility shall have a collection point either inside or outside the facility for recyclable materials.  The contractor shall collect recyclable material or separate recyclable material at the source, and take to the on-base recycling center for further processing.  Additionally, the contractor shall provide daily pickups, Monday through Saturday, for food service facilities (the Landing building 1820, the End Zone building 1208, Dining Hall building 1199, the golf course club house building 2206 and Burger King building 1230).

1.2.3.  Marketing.  The contractor shall provide for the marketing of recyclable materials, including transportation of recyclable commodities to the purchasers.  The contractor shall make a reasonable effort to find a market even to the extent of giving the material to the buyer without compensation.  Suggested marketers have been provided in Appendix 1.  The contractor shall provide the names and location of marketers utilized in the performance of this contract with their bid proposal package.  The contractor shall not change marketers during the life of this contract unless extenuating circumstances arise.  The contractor shall request in writing to the Contracting Officer for approval, their reasons for wishing to change marketers.  If the contractor does not provide a written request and obtain approval from the Contracting Officer prior to any marketer changes, which result in increased transportation costs, shall be at the contractors’ expense.

1.2.4.  Sales Receipts.  The contractor shall retain all revenues generated by sale of recyclable materials.  The contractor shall provide original sales receipts for recyclable materials to the government QA no later than the third working day of the month following the sale month.  The sales receipts shall contain the weight, type of the item recycled, price of sale, location and marketer.

1.3.  ORGANIC WASTE PROCESSING.
1.3.1.  On-Base Organic Waste Processing.  The contractor shall pickup, transport and deliver all MFH organic yard waste to the Clovis City Landfill for mulching/composting.  The contractor shall be allowed to store yard waste at the recycling center until enough material accumulates for transport to the landfill.  Yard waste can consist of the following items, grass clippings, leaves, and tree branches six feet or less in length.  Yard waste can be in either plastic bags, other non-disposable containers or laid next to the collection site for items such as tree branches.  If required, the contractor shall empty yard waste from MFH non-disposable containers into an appropriate contractor owned container for transporting to the recycling center.  The occupants’ container shall be returned to its original location.  Yard waste transported to the Clovis City Landfill shall be free of all trash and debris, (such as plastic bags).  The contractor shall also transport mulch/compost back to the base one or twice a year in accordance with the current Memorandum of Agreement between Cannon AFB and Clovis City Landfill.

1.4.  DISPOSAL.

1.4.1.  Off-Base Disposal.  The contractor shall transport and dispose of all solid waste at a permitted off-base disposal site selected by the contractor and approved by the Contracting Officer.  The contractor shall market recyclable materials at off-base recyclable processing centers.  Refuse disposal and recyclable materials marketing shall be in accordance with existing local, state, and federal regulations.  The contractor shall be responsible for any permit or fees associated with the use of off-base disposal locations or marketing centers.  The reimbursable tipping fees shall not exceed the Clovis City Landfill rates. 

1.4.2.  Disposal of Non-marketable Materials.  The term “non-marketable materials” for purposes in this contract shall only mean; recyclable materials rejected by a purchaser for any contaminated reason.  Recyclable materials deemed non-cost effective by the contractor shall not be considered as non-marketable material.  Disposal of non-marketable materials from the contractor’s processing of recyclable materials shall be the responsibility of the contractor and any tipping fees and/or hauling expenses associated with disposal of these contaminated wastes shall be the responsibility of the contractor and at no expense to the Government.

1.5.  EQUIPMENT/VEHICLES.
1.5.1.  Vehicles.  All vehicles used in performance of this contract shall not be more than 10 years old or show a manufactured date any earlier than 1993.  The contractor shall submit documentation at the pre-performance conference showing vehicle compliance.

1.5.2.  Equipment.  All contractor provided recycling equipment, except bulk containers, shall not be more than 5 years old or show a manufactured date any earlier than 1998.  The contractor shall submit documentation at the pre-performance conference showing recycling equipment compliance.

1.5.3.  Recycling Bins.  All contractor provided recycling bins shall be new.

1.6.  EQUIPMENT/VEHICLE MAINTENANCE.

1.6.1.  Bulk Containers.  Contractor furnished bulk containers shall match the color scheme of the base.  Additional repainting must match the approved color scheme.  The contractor shall repaint all bulk containers, at a minimum once every two years.  The contractor shall thoroughly wash all bulk containers with steam, soap or detergents and water off base.  Cleaning method shall result in container being free of unpleasant odor, dirt, grease, stains and debris.  Maintenance shall be performed as required.  The contractor shall furnish replacement bulk containers for all bulk containers removed (for more than 1 hour) for cleaning, painting, or repair.  Cleaning or painting includes repair and maintenance, if required.  The contractor shall provide a yearly-cleaning and painting schedule to the contracting officer’s representative seven days prior to the contract start date.  Bulk containers located at facilities specified in paragraph 1.1.8 shall be cleaned monthly, all other bulk containers shall be cleaned twice yearly.  All containers must remain in good, workable condition.  All bulk containers shall be leak proof, have lids and doors fully and easily operable and prevent rodents from entering.  The contractor shall be responsible for insuring that container plugs are in place and functional throughout the period of the contract.  All bulk container doors (lids) shall be closed by the contractor after each servicing and additionally whenever observed to be open.  

1.6.2.  Recycling Containers.  MFH residential units shall be responsible for cleaning contractor provided recycling bins.  Contractor furnished recycling bins for all base facilities shall be thoroughly washed by the contractor with steam, soap or detergents and water, one time per year or as required, to ensure containers are free of unpleasant odors, dirt, grease, stains and debris.  Maintenance shall be performed as required.  The contractor shall furnish replacement containers for any container removed (for more than 1 day) for cleaning, or repair.  All containers must remain in good, workable condition.  After each servicing, the contractor shall return the bins to their original location with lids closed.  Sanitation of all serviced containers (except MFH residential units) is a contractor responsibility and may be requested by the contracting officer’s representatives’ at no additional expense to the government.

1.6.3.  Smaller Container Cleaning.  The contractor shall clean government supplied small containers (anything other than a bulk container), identified in Appendix 2.  Containers shall be maintained free of unpleasant odor, dirt, and debris.  Cleaning shall include washing containers with steam, soap or detergents and water.  The contractor shall furnish replacement containers for any container removed (for more than 1 day) for cleaning.  These containers shall be cleaned a minimum of one time per year or otherwise directed by QA personnel at no additional expense to the government.

1.6.4.  Vehicles.  The contractor shall perform all cleaning, painting, repair and other maintenance tasks off-base.  All vehicles, trailers and other special vehicles for recycling collection shall be washed as required to ensure they are free of odor, dirt, debris, and pests.  If the contractor's vehicle should breakdown anywhere on Cannon AFB and more than a minor repair is needed, it must be removed, at no additional expense to the Government, within (1) one hour of the breakdown.  Vehicle repairs on Government property shall be limited to those that are very minor in nature; i.e. changing of tires and/or belts.  In the event of a system leak, all fluid shall be cleaned from Government property within three hours using an approved method for collection and disposal.  The CE/CEV Environmental Flight can approve and advise the contractor.  The contractor must notify the Environmental Management Office on base IMMEDIATELY of a spill by phoning 784-1096.

1.6.5.  Maintenance of Government Provided Equipment.  The contractor shall be required to maintain and repair both flat bed trailers and 20 recycling containers during the life of this contract.  Trailer tires shall be replaced as required.  Containers shall be cleaned monthly.  Containers shall be painted as required.  The contractor shall not be reimbursed for maintenance and repair of this equipment under a separate contract line item.  These costs shall be included in the monthly recyclable material collection, processing and marketing contract line item in the bid schedule.

1.6.6.  Recycling Equipment.  The contractor may perform all cleaning, maintenance, and repair of recycling processing equipment at the recycling center at their expense.  Equipment down for repairs shall not alleviate the contractor from performing recycling operations.

1.6.6.1.  Suggested Recyclable Material Processing Equipment.  While it is the contractor’s responsibility to determine their recycling equipment needs, the government would suggest at a minimum the following equipment.  The government does not endorse the use of any of these items.  The governments’ goal is to recycle/mulch all items listed in Appendix 1 at the best price available.

2.  SERVICE DELIVERY SUMMARY.  The contractor service requirements are summarized into performance objectives that relate directly to mission essential items.  The performance threshold briefly describes the minimum acceptable levels of service required for each requirement.  These minimums do not relieve the contractor from performing 100% of all work requirements.  These thresholds are critical to mission success.  Work must be accomplished according to the terms, conditions and specifications stated in the contract and any Work Orders issued for payment.

3.  Government Furnished-Property and Services:

3.1.  Facilities:  Building 2327 Recycling Center located near the Portales gate on Perimeter Road, Cannon AFB, NM.  The facility includes office space, shop area, break room, restroom and compound of approximately 1.25 acres.  Building is approximately 50’ x 120’ which includes the office, break room and restroom.  Shop area is roughly 5,375 square feet for recycling equipment, sorting, processing and storage functions.  Electrical service is feed from a 225 Amp Panel, 3-phase, 4-wire, 120/208 volts.  The contractor will be allowed to park refuse/recycling vehicles at the site.  No vehicles will be stored inside the facility.  This facility shall be used strictly for recycling operations only.  

3.1.1. An AF Form 332, Base Civil Engineer Work Request, shall be completed and approved, before any alterations can be made to this facility.

3.2.  Utilities:  Government furnished utilities include water, electricity, sewage, and heating for the facility.  Water is also provided for mulch/composting operations.  

3.3.  Telephone Service:  Class “C” telephone service (on base service only), shall be provided.

3.4.  Refuse Service:  Only office waste will be placed in refuse containers located near office/shop facilities. 

3.5.  Equipment.  No government furnished equipment shall be provide except two flat bed trailers with 10 recycling containers each for collection at the dining hall.

4.   General Information

4.1.  Personnel.  

4.1.1.  The contract manager and alternate or alternates must be able to read, write, speak, and understand English.  The name of this person, and alternate or alternates who shall act for the contractor when the manager is absent, shall be designated in writing to the contracting officer.

4.1.2. Contractor personnel shall present a neat appearance and be easily recognized as contractor employees.

4.1.3. The contractor shall ensure employees or subcontractors have current and valid drivers licenses for the appropriate vehicle.  The contractor's vehicles shall be maintained with current and proper state inspection and registration.

4.2.  Security Requirements.  The contractor shall obtain the following pass and identification items:

4.2.1.  Listing of Employees:  The contractor shall maintain a current listing of employees.  The list shall include the employee’s name, social security number and type of investigation if contract work involves unescorted entry to Air Force restricted areas or other sensitive areas designated by the installation commander.  The list shall be provided to the Program Manager and sponsoring agencies Security Manager.  An updated listing shall be provided when an employee’s status or information changes.

4.2.2.  The contractor shall furnish to the Contracting Officer a list of all employees and social security numbers requiring entry to Cannon AFB.  The contractor shall ensure the pass and identification items required for contract performance are obtained for employees and non-government-owned vehicles.  The Pass and Identification section of 27th Security Forces Squadron will provide base entry authorizations/passes to each contractor employee.  In addition, contractor personnel wishing to operate a privately owned vehicle on Cannon AFB, must comply with all base registration requirements.  Entry authorizations and vehicle registrations must be renewed as required by the Pass and Identification section of the Security Forces Squadron.

4.2.2.1.  Retrieving Identification Media:  The contractor shall retrieve all identification media, including vehicle passes from employees who depart for any reason before the contract expires (e.g. terminated for cause, retirement, etc.).

4.2.3.  An Entry Authorization Letter request with the names of each contractor personnel and their social security numbers will be provided to each restricted area for their approval.  

4.2.4.  Employees with criminal records shall be immediately identified on an individual basis to the Contracting Officer.

4.2.5.  Entry into restricted areas (Munitions Support Area), is a tedious process.  Delays should be anticipated by the contractor and shall not constitute an excuse for nonperformance.  The contractor may expect up to a thirty (30) minute delay for both entry and exit of the MSA and should plan work in this area accordingly.  The contractor may work weekends or holidays, at no additional costs to the Government, only after receiving prior approval from QA.

4.2.6.  Employee Security Training.  The Government will provide all necessary security training for contractor personnel.  The government will also give all necessary briefings and tests pertaining to Cannon AFB regulations.  The contractor shall maintain records of each individual's training and certifications.  The government will train the contractor's employees on flight line vehicle movements.

4.2.6.1.  The contractor shall ensure that all contractor employees receive initial and recurring security education training from the sponsoring agencies security manager.  Training must be conducted in accordance with (IAW),  DoD 5200.1-R, Information Security Program Regulation, and AFI 31-401, “Information Security Program Management”.  Contractor personnel who work in Air Force controlled/restricted areas must be trained IAW AFI 31-101, The Air Force Installation Security Program. 

4.2.6.2.  Reporting Requirements.  Contractor personnel shall report to an appropriate authority any information or circumstances of which they are aware may pose a threat to the security of DoD personnel, contractor personnel, resources, and classified or unclassified defense information.  Contractor employees shall be briefed by their immediate supervisor upon initial on-base assignment.

4.2.7.  Physical Security.  The contractor shall be responsible for safeguarding all government property and controlled forms, if provided for contractor use.  At the end of each work period, all government facilities, equipment, and materials shall be secured and ensure that all lights, heat turned down, and water are turned off, and that all facility doors and windows have been secured.
4.2.8.  Traffic Laws.  The contractor and their employees shall comply with base traffic regulations.

4.2.9.  Weapons, Firearms, and Ammunition.  Contractor employees are prohibited from possessing weapons, firearms, or ammunition, on themselves or within their contractor-owned vehicles or privately-owned vehicle while on Cannon AFB, New Mexico.  

4.3.  License Requirements.  The contractor shall ensure their employees are qualified to operate their respective equipment.  In accordance with New Mexico Solid Waste Management Regulations, 20 NMAC 9.1, Section 214, commercial haulers of solid waste must be registered with the New Mexico Environment Department.  Bidders for the contract must provide documentation of their registration with their bid package.

4.3.1.  Operator Training.  The contractor shall ensure at least the manager and one additional employee attend training courses recommended by the State of New Mexico for recycling operators and obtain NMED Recycling Operator Certifications.

4.4.  Work Schedules.  The contractor shall not deviate from their submitted schedules without prior approval from the Contracting Officer's Representative.

4.5.  Quality Control.  The Contractor shall develop and maintain a quality control program that ensures refuse collection and recycling services are performed in accordance with these specifications.  The Contractor shall develop and implement procedures to track, identify, prevent, remedy and ensure non-recurrence of defective services.  The contractor shall provide a method to accept and resolve customer complaints and notify the customer of the resolution.  The contractor shall immediately notify the QA upon receipt of a customer complaint so joint validation may be accomplished.  The contractor is responsible for quality control and specification compliance.

4.6.  Quality Assurance.  The Government QA will evaluate the contractor's performance using a combination of 100% inspections and periodic on-site inspections, and may, at the Governments discretion, inspect each task to insure conformance and acceptance prior to payment.  

4.7.  Re-performance of Service.  When service performed does not conform with contract requirements, or when service was not performed in a specific area, the contractor shall perform or re-perform the service in conformity with contract specifications at no additional cost to the government.  Performance or re-performance of these services shall commence immediately upon notification by the contracting officer’s representative and the contractor shall have a sufficient workforce dedicated to insure corrections are accomplished that day or by noon the next work day without degradation to normal services.

4.8.  Key Control.  The contractor shall establish and implement methods of making sure all keys issued to the contractor by the government are not lost, misplaced, or duplicated and are not used by unauthorized persons.  The contractor shall not duplicate any keys issued by the government.   The contractor shall immediately report to the Quality Assurance Personnel (QAP) or contracting officer any occurrences of lost or duplicated keys.

4.8.1.  In the event keys, other than the master keys, are lost or duplicated, the contractor may be required, upon written direction of the contracting officer, to re-key or replace the affected lock or locks without cost to the government.  The government may, however at its option, replace the affected lock or locks or perform re-keying and deduct the cost of such from the monthly payment due the contractor.  In the event a master key is lost or duplicated, all locks and keys for that system shall be replaced by the government and the total cost deducted from the monthly payment due the contractor.

4.8.2.  The contractor shall prohibit the use of keys, issued by the government, by any persons other than the contractor’s employees and the opening of locked areas by contractor employees to permit entrance of persons other than contractor employees engaged in performance of contract work requirements in those areas.

4.9.  Hours of Operation.

4.9.1.  Recycling Center.  The contractor shall employ a full time customer service representative who will maintain customer service hours between 7:00 am to 4:00 pm Monday through Friday, excluding Federal Holidays, for receiving customer complaints, helping customers with recycling questions, and drop off points for recyclable materials.  In addition, the contract manager shall maintain customer service hours from 7:00 am to 4:00 pm Monday through Friday, excluding Federal holidays.

4.9.2.  Operations.  The contractor shall adhere to schedule parameters in accordance with paragraph 1.1.8. Route Parameters.  Refuse collection and recycling pickup services may be suspended by the Contracting Officer or Representative in limited areas for short periods of time to accommodate regularly scheduled or unscheduled events; e.g., change of commands, etc.

4.10.  PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES DURING CRISIS DECLARED BY THE NATIONAL COMMAND AUTHORITY OR OVERSEAS COMBATANT COMMANDER.  The contractor shall be responsible for performing all or any specifically designated portions of the functions accomplished under this contract during wartime operations.  Wartime operations are those actions including contingency planning which would be required to support current or future United States Air Force wartime requirements.  Contractor personnel will be advised of the functions that will be continued during wartime related contingencies through his involvement in the contingency planning process as directed by the contracting officer.

4.11.  Conservation of Utilities.  The contractor shall make sure employees practice energy conservation to include all government furnished utilities.

4.12.  Environmental and Hazardous Materials Handling.

4.12.1.  Hazardous Materials Handling.  The contractor shall comply with all federal, state, local and Cannon AFB regulations concerning the use, storage, and reporting of Hazardous Materials (HM).  In accordance with AFI 32-7086, Hazardous Materials Management, the contractor shall provide to the Cannon Air Force Base HAZMART office, a list of all hazardous materials.  The list shall be submitted thirty (30) calendar days prior to the start of work requiring HM.  The list shall identify each HM, an estimate of how much material will be used, amount stored, and location of the storage facility and also contain a copy of each material's Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) and all herbicide labels.  Contractor shall also maintain a copy of all MSDS’ at the Staging Area and will provide training of employees on potential hazards.  Where applicable the contractor shall use environmentally safe products in the course of completion of their project.  The contractor shall be responsible for the safe handling of all potentially hazardous materials while on Cannon Air Force Base.  In the case of a release of a HM into the environment, the contractor shall initiate clean-up and make all notifications as outlined in the Cannon Air Force Base Spill Plan.  If base personnel are involved in clean-up operations, the contractor’s responsibility will include the reimbursement of all costs incurred by the government to include supplies, man-hours, and disposal of the waste.  HM will be defined as any substance listed as having characteristics of flammability, corrosivity, reactivity, toxicity, or contains any listed constituents, or otherwise harmful to personnel and/or the environment.  Vehicles used for herbicide applications shall be labeled "Contaminated with Pesticides" and carry an approved spill containment kit capable of containing any spill until first responders arrive.

4.12.2.  Handling, Storage and Disposal of Hazardous Waste.  Prior to the beginning of any process which will generate a Hazardous Waste (HW), the contractor shall inform the QA of the proposed action, the duration of the action and the amount of waste which will be generated.  All HW will be handled and stored in strict compliance with federal, state and, local regulations.  Contractors will be held fully liable for any negligence which results in a Notice of Violation or other penalty.  HW will be defined as a solid waste which exhibits a characteristic such as flammability, corrosivity, reactivity, or toxicity, as identified in 40CFR 261.20-261.33 (Code of Federal Regulations).  Any mixture of a solid waste and a listed HW is also considered a HW.  It must be understood that proper management of any waste generated--Hazardous or Non-Hazardous will be the responsibility of the contractor.  The contractor shall manage their business owned/generated waste separately from government owned and generated waste.  Any government owned shipment of HW shall be documented on a HW Manifest and signed by a CEV representative.  Contractors and non-DoD waste generators shall contact the permitting section of the New Mexico Environment Department Hazardous and Radioactive Materials Bureau (NMED & HRMB) at (505-827-1561) for an emergency or special provision permit should their waste or Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) spill residue require off site shipments.  The generator's copy of the manifest will be kept at CEV.  Class I Ozone depleting substances shall not be used for any requirement of this contract.

4.12.3.  Above Ground Storage Tanks Requirements.  Installation of Above Ground Storage Tanks (AST) shall conform to National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) requirements and shall be either double walled or contained and covered.  Containment shall be large enough for 110% of storage capability.

4.12.4  Hazardous Material Usage Reporting.  The contractor shall identify and report hazardous materials, as defined by FED-STD-313D, used during the performance of this contract.  This list shall include the following:


Product name of material


Manufacturer of material if not specified on MSDS


Job for which the material is/was used


Amount of material used in weight or volume

As an attachment to the report, the contractor shall provide a MSDS for each material listed.  The contractor shall submit this Report to the Contracting Officer before beginning performance under this contract.  This initial report will provide usage estimates for each hazardous material.  Thereafter, the contractor shall submit reports quarterly that contain actual usage information.  The Contracting Officer will forward these reports to CAFB HazMart for hazardous material inventory tracking purposes.  HazMart in consultation with 27 CE/CEV may determine after review of the initial report that follow-on reports are not necessary.

4.13.  Records.  The contractor shall be responsible for creating, maintaining, and disposing of only those government required reports that are specifically cited in this SOW.  If requested by the Government, the contractor shall provide the original record, or a reproducible copy of any such record within 5 working days of receipt of the request.

4.13.1.  For Official Use Only (FOUO).  The contractor shall comply with DoD 5400-7-R, Chapter 4, DoD Freedom of Information Act (FOUO) Program, requirements.  This regulation sets policy and procedures for the disclosure of records to the public and for marking, handling, transmitting, and safeguarding FOUO material.

4.14.  General Housekeeping Duties.  The Contractor shall be required to perform general housekeeping duties in and around their office and shop facility to maintain a clean and presentable appearance.  The contractor shall perform all custodial services as required to the office and bathroom.  The contractor shall eradicate all weeds and or vegetation growing next to the facility and on both sides of the fence line.  Weed control shall be performed as required to keep the facilities in a neat and orderly appearance.  The contractor shall remove and dispose of all debris, tumble weeds or other material inside the fenced area and on the chain link fence itself.  Policing shall be performed as required to keep the facility storage/parking yard in a neat and orderly appearance.

4.15.  Contractor-Furnished Equipment/Vehicles.  The contractor shall provide, install and maintain all equipment and vehicles necessary to perform the requirements of this contract.  The contractor shall be required to perform any electrical installation and hook up to the government provided power source in accordance with the National Electric Code (NEC) in order to provide power for their equipment.  All electrical work shall be performed by a licensed certified electrician.  The contractor may perform all cleaning, minor repair and other normal maintenance requirements of equipment and vehicles on site.  Major repairs and equipment modification shall be performed off-base.  Contractor vehicles shall have the company name prominently displayed on both sides of the vehicle and be maintained clean to present a neat, professional appearance.  Contractor vehicles shall be used solely for the intended purpose of performing services in this performance work statement during normal hours of operation.

4.15.1.  All equipment and vehicles used in the performance of this contract shall be in good operable condition and meet the local, state, and federal safety requirements.  Equipment and vehicles found to be unsafe and unable to function as designed, shall be removed from the installation and replaced at contractor expense.  Vehicular repairs shall not be done on base.  The contracting officer or designated representative may inspect the contractor’s equipment and vehicles at any time and direct the removal of any unsafe or unusable equipment or vehicle from the installation.

4.15.2.  All vehicles shall be registered, licensed, insured, and operated in accordance with base traffic regulations by a licensed driver.  Radio equipped vehicles or equipment shall comply with base frequency regulations.  Radio frequencies used by the contractor shall not interfere with any base function communications.

4.15.3.  The contractor shall provide an adequate numbers of equipment and vehicles to fulfill the scope of this contract.  In addition, the contractor shall maintain or have backup capability to provide continued service in the event primary equipment or vehicles are down for extended maintenance or repairs.  Equipment failure shall not alleviate the contractor from performing any requirement contained in this contract.

4.16.  Telephone Service/Electronic mail:  The contractor shall be required to have an email address at the office for correspondence with government personnel.  The contractor shall arrange for and pay for all telephone/fax and internet provider service.  The government shall provide virus protection software.  The contract manager and alternate shall have cell phones and supply the numbers to the government.

APPENDIX  1

RECYCLABLE MATERIAL COLLECTION REQUIREMENTS

1.  The following recyclable materials shall be collected, processed and marketed.

#2 natural and colored plastic


clear, green and amber glass


aluminum cans


tin cans


office paper (White and pastel bond paper, post-it notes, computer paper, packing paper 

and envelopes)


glue back books (Soft cover books with non-glossy paper (flight publications, 

regulations, etc.)


newspaper


cardboard (corrugated)


grass clippings


leaves


tree limbs


phone books

2.  Materials Preparation.  It shall be the contractor’s responsibility to ensure recyclable materials are packaged as necessary to be received at the markets selected.  The contractor shall provide all equipment and packaging necessary, to include baling wires/straps, gaylords, etc.  The government shall not provide any recycling equipment.

3.  Contractor Provided Recyclable Material Reports.
3.1.  The contractor shall submit a monthly report to the QA by the 3rd working day of the month.  The report shall contain the following information and be in an electronic format such as Microsoft Word, Works or Excel.


A listing of each recycled material marketed, location of market and corresponding weight (Lbs.) sold or donated.  (Includes yard waste transported to the Clovis City Landfill)


A listing of daily landfill tonnage figures disposed for each month.


Original receipts from sale of material marketed.


A monthly compilation of daily test and measurement data from mulching/composting operations.


A weekly schedule showing facility collection stations with recyclable materials for pickup. 

4.  Contractor Provided Recycling Bins/Containers.

4.1.  Military Family Housing (MFH).  The contractor shall provide one container for each MFH residential unit (1,326 units).  The container shall be composed of a minimum 20% post-consumer recycled plastic and must have an attached lid with a positive closing feature.  Containers shall be blue, with the “chasing arrows” recycle symbol imprinted on them or wording that identifies that only recyclable materials should be placed within the container.  The container shall be a Busch Systems product code HINGELID, 23 gal Hinged Lid Curbsider or an approved equivalent.  The contractor shall submit manufacturer’s data at the pre-performance conference for approval.

4.2.  Base Facilities.  The contractor shall provide three containers for each base facility identified in Appendix 2 (some facilities have multiple sets of containers).  The container shall be composed of a minimum 20% post-consumer recycled plastic and must have an attached lid with a positive closing feature.  Containers shall be blue, with the “chasing arrows” recycle symbol imprinted on them or wording that identifies that only recyclable materials should be placed within the container.  The containers shall be Rehrig Pacific Husky Lite Universal Cart, ROC-35 or approved equivalent 35 gallon maximum container.  The contractor shall submit manufacturer’s data at the pre-performance conference for approval.
5.  Suggested Marketers for Recyclable Materials.  This table is for informational purposes only.  These marketers are suggested sources and do not reflect endorsement by the government.  The contractor is responsible for locating markets for the materials and verifying acceptance/pricing and notifying the Contracting Officer for approval.  Contractor shall only use those marketers approved by the government.
