STATEMENT OF WORK

INDUSTRIAL AND RESIDENTIAL 

PROVIDE ROLL OFF COLLECTION SERVICE

Altus AFB OK

1.  GENERAL INFORMATION:  The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, vehicles, travel, plant, materials, supervision, labor and other items necessary to provide On-Call base wide placement and collection of 20 or 30 Cubic Yard (CY) Roll Off Container Services at Altus AFB, OK, Monday through Friday between the hours of 7:00 am and 5:00 pm.  The contractor shall perform to the standards in the contract as well as all local, state, and federal regulations. The contractor shall be responsible for all placing, hauling, resetting and all landfill permits and fees.
2.  DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES:  This is an On-Call requirement for the contractor to provide containers at various locations and for varying durations.  The Base Civil Engineer, office of Maintenance Engineering, QAE shall place calls against the contract as applicable.

a.  The contractor shall provide access via cellular phone to an on-site project manager who shall supervise all roll off container placements and collection activities and ensure schedules are adhered to.  Employees shall be qualified/licensed to perform their assigned tasks.  

b.  All employees shall wear attire/uniforms that clearly identify them as employees of the contractor; with the company name visible on shirts.  Employees shall, at all times while conducting activities on Altus AFB, wear/display contractor badges issued by the government.

c.  All contractor vehicles shall have company signs clearly displayed on the front right and left side doors.  All vehicles shall comply with local and state regulations, be properly insured and operated by a properly licensed individual.  Vehicles shall be well maintained, present a neat appearance and be washed/cleaned weekly.    

d.  Provide On-Call new/like new 20 or 30 CY Roll Off containers for industrial or residential area use/placement.  All roll off containers shall be uniform in make/size/material/color and shall be approved by the Contracting Officer (CO).  All containers shall be maintained in a like new appearance.  The government may require that any unsightly or unserviceable container be removed and replaced at no additional cost to the government.  Contractor shall number each container with its own unique number.  Numbers shall be clearly visible at a distance of 30 feet.

e.  Contractor shall pick up all spillage and overflow waste around all Roll Off containers to within a 6-foot distance circumscribing the container.  The contractor shall also pick-up all spilled debris that comes out of the containers or truck while transporting containers.  All debris shall be disposed of at a certified landfill off Altus AFB.  

f.  The contractor shall complete and submit an AF Form 1452 (or other electronic format as approved by the CO), Daily Log of Refuse and Salvage Collections, monthly to the Quality Assurance (QA) personnel.  The report shall include total tons of refuse collected from “Military Family Housing” and “Base Area”.  The report shall be provided to the QA no later than the third day of the month following the month covered in the report.  The AF Form 1452 is for Government records only and has no practical application to this contract.

g.  The contractor shall submit Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS’s) for all chemical containing products scheduled for use in performance of this contract.  Contractor shall also maintain a complete file of all approved MSDS’s.
