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If you have versions older than 1.50 on your computer you must completed remove all components of the course before installing versions 1.51.

If you have version 1.50 you may install 1.51 over the existing installation.  You must reinstall ALL components currently installed to complete the update.  

Place CD into the CD-ROM tray, if the program does not start automatically, click on Start, then click on Run and browse to the drive that the CD is in.  Select INSTALL.EXE from the root folder of this CD to install the software.  The basic installation is divided into four parts; MEDIA installation, WORKSTATION installation, MEDIA UPDATER installation, and COURSE MANAGEMENT installation.

Media Installation

Select this option to install the course media onto a local hard disk or onto a file server for sharing.  When installing to a network drive it is recommended that the installation program be run from the CD drive on the filer server.  The media MUST be installed before any workstations can be installed.

Next, you need to create a folder on the network or stand-alone computer for the shadow directory i.e. “C:\Program Files\Student Data” (the shadow directory is where the student activity is stored while taking the course), you may give this folder any name you wish.  

NOTE:  For stand-alone installations only, if you have a 24X or faster CD-ROM, you may opt to leave the media on the CD.  In this case only, you may skip the Media installation.

Workstation Installation

NOTE:  The media and shadow directory must be configured for the network or workstation/stand-alone computer prior to installing the workstation program.

During workstation installation you will be asked to type in the name of the management computer (network or stand-alone computer).  This is the management computer’s name containing the media and shadow directory folder.  

NOTE:  The management computer’s name cannot exceed sixteen characters.  If the computer name does exceed 16 characters then the program may fail to install.

Ask your network administrator for the name if you do not know it or follow these instructions to locate it:

· For Windows 95, 98, and NT:

1. Click on the Start menu.

2. Go to Settings and click on Control Panel. 

3. In the Control Panel menu, double click on the icon called Network.

4. Click on the tab Identification/Network Identification.

5. Write down the name of the computer.  This is the name that you need to type in when prompted by the Workstation Software install program.

· For Windows 2000:

1. Click on the Start menu.

2. Go to Settings and click on Control Panel. 

3. In the Control Panel menu, double click on the icon called Network and Dial-up Connections.
4. On the Network and Dial-up Connections Panel click on the link called Network Identification.

5. Click on the tab Network Identification.

6. Write down the name of the computer.  This is the name that you need to type in when prompted by the Workstation Software install program.

· For Windows XP:

1. Click on the Start menu.

2. Click on My Computer. 

3. In the My Computer menu, click on View System Information.

4. Click on the Computer Name tab.

5. Write down the name of the computer.  This is the name that you need to type in when prompted by the Workstation Software install program.

Once you have located your host computer name and created your shadow directory select Workstation Installation to install the software components needed to run the course.  The software may be installed on workstations, file servers (when using a file server as a workstation), or on a stand-alone machine.  During the installation, you will be prompted to browse to the folder containing the media as well as the shadow directory to log student activity in.  These folders must exist and be accessible from the computer the workstation software is being installed on.

You must perform a workstation installation on each computer that will be running the course.  You may install from the CD or from a network drive.  To install from a network, first copy the INSTALL.EXE program and the WorkStn folder (and Update folder, if using the AutoUpdate feature) onto a shared drive.  Run INSTALL.EXE from the shared folder from each workstation.  The INSTALL.EXE and the WorkStn folder (and update folder) must be copied to the same folder on the network.

Media Updater

NOTE:  Only install this program if you install the media on the network and workstation.  

You can use this utility to distribute changes in the course to workstations from a server.  The Media Updater must be installed on each workstation from the CD or a server folder as described above.

The installation will install the update utility in the StartUp folder so that it is launched each time the workstation is booted up.  The utility will compare the course files on the server with the course files on the workstation and automatically copy any new or updated files to the workstation.

The media must first be installed on the server and the workstation before installing this utility.  The first time it is run, a configuration dialog will launch allowing you to select the folders on the server and workstation.

See the ReadMe.txt file in the Update folder of the CD for more information.

Management Software

This program keeps details on student(s), allow you to print a roster of student(s), copy student record to A:, unlock student diskette that is listed in the shadow directory.  You can also change the shadow directory from this program.

Install the management software to a secure location that has access to the Shadow directory.  The setup program is password protected with a password that was included with the printed instructions sent with the original CD.

Once installed, see the online help in the MANAGE program for more information.
