1.0 GENERAL

1.1
Only equipment in good serviceable condition is to be covered by this contract.

2.0 INSPECTION AND MAINTENANCE SERVICE

2.1
The Contractor shall service the equipment covered by this contract on a monthly basis.  Service shall include necessary cleaning, oiling, adjusting, calibrating, replacing parts, and accomplishing all minor repairs (minor repairs are those repairs that can be accomplished on-site utilizing normal portable tools and equipment applicable to the trade).  Suggestions for improving quality of work and efficiency of operation will be offered by the Contractor to operators at the time inspection services are made.

3.0 REPLACEMENT PARTS

3.1
The Contractor will furnish, when required, all parts except those listed in Section 6.0 at no additional cost to the Government.  All replacement parts will be new parts.  Rebuilt or used parts will not be acceptable.

4.0 INTERVENING REPAIR CALLS


4.1
Service shall include all intervening repair calls necessary between regular inspections at no additional cost to the Government.  Such service shall be furnished during the Contractor’s normal business hours within 8 working hours for emergency calls and within 16 working hours for routine maintenance after receipt of call by the Contractor.  Only repair calls originating from the Contract Repair Services office, Davis-Monthan AFB will be honored by the Contractor.

5.0 INSPECTION – NOTIFICATION

5.1 The contractor shall furnish an inspection schedule showing the dates each elevator will receive its service inspection two weeks after contract award.  The contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR), prior to any service inspection or start of intervening repair calls.

6.0 SERVICES NOT INCLUDED

6.1
The following services are not included in the contract.

6.1.1
Replacement of electric motors burned out by current fluctuation, negligence, abuse, and/or misuse by operators.

6.1.2
Electrical work external to the machine.

6.1.3
Repair and parts necessitated by accident, fire, abuse and/or misuse by Government personnel.

7.0
SCOPE OF WORK.  The service includes furnishing all plant, labor, transportation, equipment, and materials to complete monthly operational inspections on the Hydraulic Single Button Collective Elevators, manufactured by U.S. Elevator in Bldg 3200 and Bldg 4413, by Montgomery Elevator Company in Bldg 2300, by Esco Elevator Inc. in Bldgs 75, 4459 and 12, by Dover Elevator in Bldgs. 1750 and 2301, and on the Cable-Driven Elevator manufactured by Hotchkiss Elevator in Bldg 306.  All work will be accomplished by trained, qualified servicemen trained for working on this type of equipment.

7.1
Work performed shall consists of 12 regular service inspections and attendant maintenance required during the term of this contract.  Inspections shall be performed between the 15th and 30th of each month.  The Contractor shall service equipment within 16 working hours for routine maintenance.

8.0
WRITTEN REPORTS in four copies, will be furnished to TRCO within 10 calendar days after service, noting condition and recommended improvement areas not covered by this contract.  This includes service calls and preventive maintenance inspections.

9.0
SPECIFIC TASKS:  The Contractor shall coordinate with the QAE to schedule date and time service is to be accomplished each month.

9.1
The Contractor shall regularly and systematically examine, adjust, lubricate, clean, tighten, and service the following, as required, unless specifically excluded under the exceptions:

9.1.1
Machine:  Including work gear, thrust bearings, drive sheave, sheave shaft bearings, pulleys and associated equipment, drive motor gear box, brake coil, brake linings, and components.

9.1.2
Pump Unit:  Including pump, V-belts (replaced in sets), strainers, silencers springs and gaskets.

9.1.3 Motor:  Including motor windings, bearings, rotting element, commutators, connections, brushes, brush holders, and drive motor reversing solenoid.

9.1.4 Motor Generator:  Including windings, bearings, rotating element, commutators, connections, brushes and brush holders, D.C. voltage generator and associated equipment.

9.1.5 Jack Unit:  Including plunger, guide bearings, packing and packing gland.

9.1.6 Controller:  Including relays, resistors, contacts, coils, leads, transformers, fuses, timing devices, connections and solid state components.

9.1.7 Valves:  Including relief valve, pilot, lowering, leveling, and checking valves or any of the parts thereof.

9.1.8 Dispatching Equipment:  Including relays, resistors, contacts, coils, leads, fuses, transformers, timing devices, connections, and solid state components.

9.1.9 Governor:  Including sheave, bearings, shafts, contacts, and governor jaws.

9.2 Car:  Including power door operator, door protective devices, car door hangers, door bottom guides, car door contact, loading weighting equipment, car safety devices, car guide shoes, steady plates, and sub-flooring.

9.2.1 Hoistway:  Including deflector sheaves, secondary sheaves, buffers, springs, governor tension assemblies, guide rails, limit switches, compensating sheave assemblies, compensating chain or cables, traveling cables, hoistway and machine room wiring, hoistway door interlocks, hoistway door hangers and gibs, pins, bushings, conduit, interlocks, and auxiliary closer.

9.2.2 Accessory Equipment:  Fans and emergency exit door.

9.2.3 Fixtures:  Car and hall button stations, master indicator control panels, and signal fixtures including contacts, buttons, key switches and locks, lamps, and socket.

9.2.4 Furnish Lubricants:  Compounded to rigid specifications and selected to give the best performance.

9.2.5 Furnish and Maintain:  Hydraulic fluid at proper operating level.

9.2.6 Wire Ropes:  Will be reviewed as often as necessary to maintain an adequate factor of safety—equalize the tension on all housing ropes.

9.2.7 Hydraulics:  Hydraulic cylinders, casings, and concealed hydraulic piping.

9.2.8 Electrical:  Main line power switches, breakers, and feeders to control equipment.

9.2.9 Tests:  Annual relief valve and static load test.
