The DIFFICULTY LIES IN definING the skills required, AND the size of the crew that will perform the service, and then determinING the local labor rate for the particular skill.  market research indicateS that most users of the service would APPROXIMATE COSTS FROM SERVICE providers.  To assist you in determining the Government cost estimate for this service contract, workload drivers, have been defined (SEE BELOW).  You can enter the quantities from your base and provide this information to several suggested sources in your local area.  In most cases, they will provide you an estimate for performing the service.  You can compare the estimates and then submit your estimate (Government estimate) based on what you found in the local market.
