Regardless of the corrective
measures you took to overcome the
error, the July update will correct the
problem and bring your test bank up
to date. | apologize for any
inconvenience caused by this error.

By the time you read this the July 03
update will be posted on the HQ
AFCESA website.

previous test bank updates in addition
to tests for the new MAAS 2.0
AFQTP—8004-8008. These tests
replace the older MAAS tests
referenced above.

Just a couple of reminders on the
current direction of CerTest (excluding
3E7X1): As has been the case for the
last several months, all changes to the
test bank will be distributed via the
“New and Revised Tests” update
process. This was done to expedite
the delivery of new and/or modified
tests to the field and to eliminate the
confusion of multiple version updates.
As time permits, | plan to improve the
“New and Revised Tests” process by
having it behave similar to the
commercial software updates we are
all accustomed to. The other priority
is on the deployment of pretests for
the latest versions of CDCs. As a
rule, the tests that correspond to the
latest CDC versions are contained in
the 8300 & 8400 series, and the older
tests are in the 8800 & 8900 series.
Once CDSAR reflects that all
personnel are completed with the
older CDCs, I'll remove the
corresponding pretests from the test
bank.

Another area of concern for many is
determining if their test bank contains
the all the required tests. Until we
modify the “New and Revised Tests”
update process to perform this
function, | ask that all of you do a
manual scrub of your test bank. The
attached text file contains the latest,
as of July 03, test bank listing. Please
use it as a tool to verify you have all
the active tests. As a minimum, your
test bank should contain these tests.
You'll also want to ensure all the tests
are named correctly. This will
eliminate any future naming errors.
