Once you exit this screen, you will be taken back to the Report Utility (Figure 4).  If you wish to make changes to the report, click PF3.  If you wish to display and print the report, click PF4 and you will see the following screen:





Note:  If you wish to have your report downloaded into Excel, you need to put the print on hold.  To do this, click Attention! (in the upper right corner) before printing.  Next, click PF2 - Set Usage Constants and then PF2 - Printer.  Change the PRNTMODE to H for Hold.  Now, print the report.  (As long as the PRNTMODE is set to H, the report will not print out on the printer.  You must change the PRNTMODE back to S in order to print the report out on the printer.)  The computer room knows which people in the squadron have the program installed on their computers to download WIMS files.  Tell someone with the program installed the name and location of your report and they can download it for you.

Figure 14.  FIELD SEQUENCE


The purpose of this screen is to place the fields in the order in which you want them to be displayed when printed.  The first digit is the line number the data will print on.  The second digit is the sequence that the data will print out.  If there are fields that you do not want to be displayed, change their second digit to 99.  Make changes as necessary and then press Enter to continue.





Figure 13.  SPACES BETWEEN FIELDS


The default is 2 but you may adjust as necessary.  Press Enter to continue.





Figure 15.  EXTERNAL FIELD SIZE


No changes are necessary.  Press Enter to continue.





Figure 16.  DATA EDIT OPTIONS


Unless you are looking for dollar totals, the data options are not needed.  Press Enter to continue.





Figure 17.  DATA LIMITS


This is where you indicate which records in the report you will pull.  If you want to view all the records, leave this screen blank and press Enter.  Otherwise, enter the appropriate information and then press Enter twice.  For example:  If you were using the MWOA file and wanted to see all the work orders with a LUC of 16 that were opened in the previous month (August), then you would have to set the LUC equal to 16 and set the date opened to August.  See below. 





IMPORTANT:   For Figures 17-20, you may only use Field IDs from fields you selected on the File Field Selection screen (Figure 8). 





Figure 18.  FILE SORT


The purpose of this screen is to place the data in the desired order.  For example, using the same information from Figure 17, if you wanted the work orders to be printed out in ascending order, then you would type WONR under Field ID, 1 under Level, and A under Ascending/Descending.   Press Enter to continue.





Figure 19.  CONTROL FIELDS


The purpose of this screen is to allow breaks in the printing of data selected and to also place subtotals.  Press Enter to continue.





Figure 20.  REPORT SUMMARY OPTIONS


Put an X in the appropriate column if you wish to have the total, maximum, minimum, or average shown at the end of the report for the fields listed.  If not, leave blank.  Press Enter to continue.

You have now completed writing the report.  The options on this screen allow you to go back and modify the report.  Press PF16 to exit.

When linking the MWOA and MWCN files, it is JOB-KEY.  Press Enter to proceed or PF4 to go back.
