THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE PARENTHESES AFTER THEM RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING BENEFITS (as numbered):

1)  Does not apply to employees employed in a bona fide executive, administrative, or professional capacity as defined and delineated in 29 CFR 541.  (See CFR 4.156)

2)  APPLICABLE TO AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS ONLY - NIGHT DIFFERENTIAL:  An employee is entitled to pay for all work performed between the hours of 6:00 P.M. and 6:00 A.M. at the rate of basic pay plus a night pay differential amounting to 10 percent of the rate of basic pay.

3)  WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.  If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime (i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives.  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All operations involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges. A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to ordnance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.  All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordnance, explosive, and incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for ordnance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

UNIFORM ALLOWANCE

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract (either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the following standards as compliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear" materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work, there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

Copies of specific job descriptions may also be obtained from the appropriate contracting officer.  REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form 1444 (SF 1444)} Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es) of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)} When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444 should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class (es) is to be conformed. The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed occupation) and computes a proposed rate).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order proposed classification title), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each proposed classification), job description), and rationale for proposed wage rate), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor, for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper. When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination. Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide classifications listed in the wage determination.

STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR

CRANES AND HOISTS

1.  BASIC SERVICES.  The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, material, supervision, and other items and services necessary to perform the inspection, load testing, maintenance, evaluation, and certification for cranes/hoists as defined in this Statement of Work (SOW) for Patrick AFB, Florida.  The contractor shall perform to the standards in this contract.  A listing and location of the cranes/hoists are shown in Technical Exhibit 1.

1.1  SPECIFICATIONS AND DESCRIPTION OF WORK.  Perform inspections, testing, certification, maintenance, and repair of cranes and hoists installed in Government-Owned facilities.  The equipment may vary throughout the life of this contract.

1.2  INSPECTION, REPAIR, AND CERTIFICATION OF CRANES/HOISTS.  All cranes and hoists shall be inspected, repaired, and certified in accordance with 29 CFR 1910.179. The contractor shall also adhere to AFOSH STD 91-46. The initial inspection, shall be a complete inspection of the crane/hoist. Periodic inspection frequency for the cranes/hoists shall be determined by its activity, severity of service, and environment. The list of cranes and hoists are located in Technical Exhibit 1. The government reserves the right to add or remove cranes from this list should additional cranes be identified during real property inventory.

1.2.1. Catalog of Cranes and Hoists. After repair and certification, all cranes and hoists are to be evaluated to determine the projected life remaining on the piece of equipment.  Contractor shall inspect each crane/hoist and catalog each one as follows:  make, type, model number, tonnage, specific location, and condition.

1.2.2. Compilation and Transmission of Collected Data. The contractor shall provide to the               Contracting Officer, in writing, a generated list of defects for each crane/hoist found to be in need of repair.  This list shall be included in the contractor’s generated repair report proposal.  All minor repairs needed for crane/hoist certification under $250.00 in value (including labor and materials) shall be made without prior approval.  The contractor shall include in his report/proposal a list of suggested repairs, parts required, and methods of repair for all cranes/hoists found defective.  The information provided shall be in electronic format and manual form and consist of 2 copies.  Electronic format shall be compatible with Microsoft Word and Microsoft Excel, and should be able to import form and data into the aforementioned software. The Contracting Officer and contractor shall determine and agree on report form and formatting.  All information shall be due not later than one month after the completion of the last crane/hoist inspection repair and certification.

1.2.3. Load Limit Test. The contractor shall be responsible for providing weights for all weight tests. The contractor shall stencil the weight capacity of the crane/hoist on railing if this weight is not currently stenciled on railing.


1.2.4.  All inspections, repairs and certification shall be accomplished prior to the expiration date on current Load Test Certificates. Annual certifications shall begin and be 
completed prior to expiration dates of hoists previously certified. Current expiration dates will be provided by the government.

1.2.5.  Repairs.  Contractor shall make all repairs on all cranes/hoists in order for the crane/hoist to be considered fully operational.  Repair costs shall not exceed 50% of the crane/hoist replacement value without approval of the Contracting Officer. Government reserves the right to decide which cranes/hoists may not be repaired.

1.2.6.  Reload Testing.  In the event of an unscheduled repair requiring an additional load test (not including annual testing and certification) the Contracting Officer may consent to an additional cost to load test the crane(s) in order for it to be certified in accordance with AFOSH STD 91-46. 

1.2.7.  Parts.  Contractor shall furnish original manufacturer parts or equal where original parts are no longer accessible in order to make a crane/hoist fully operational.  With the exception of minor repairs noted in para. 1.2.2., an estimate of the cost of all the parts shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for approval and include three price estimates. Upon acceptance, the Contracting Officer will sign the estimate and a copy will be furnished to the contractor. The Contracting Officer will validate the monthly invoice and will retain the original copy. If the crane/hoist repair exceeds the maximum repair allowance, the estimate will be disapproved and the cranes/hoist will be removed from service and “red tagged” by the contractor.  The government will furnish red tags to lock out disabled cranes/hoists.

1.2.8.  Reports and Certificates. Upon completion of inspection and certification of each hoist, contractor shall tag or stencil hoist with new date of certification within 48 hours of completing such work.  Inspection reports and load test certificates shall be duplicated with originals distributed to using agent and copies given to 45 CES/CEOE, on a weekly basis until all hoists/cranes have been certified.

1.3.  REPAIR SERVICE CALLS.
 
1.3.1.  Routine Calls.  The Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor of repairs to be made from the inspection report or service call.  The Contractor shall respond by providing on site, within four hours, all necessary personnel, tools, and equipment to immediately repair the crane or hoist and return it to serviceable and safe operation.  If, for any reason, the Contractor is unable to immediately affect repairs, the Contractor shall make diligent efforts to return the crane or hoist to service as soon as possible.  The Contractor shall sign in and out for each service call at Maintenance Engineering Flight, Building 535.  The Contractor shall report to the work location, survey the repair, and provide to the Contracting Officer an estimated time to repair and cost of repairs not covered in the basic service contract.  The Contractor shall commence repair work after notification from the Contracting Officer.  All repair work shall be in accordance with normal commercial practices using parts specified by the crane or hoist manufacturer or items of equal or better quality.  Downtime of the elevator will be kept to an absolute minimum.  The Contractor must notify the customer of all projected downtime and estimated time for repair. Should any crane or hoist or component require removal from the work site for repair, the Contractor shall ensure that adequate facility access is maintained until the original component is reinstalled.  This may involve coordination with the facility manager. The Contractor shall prepare and submit a written report within two (2) business days after the routine repairs are completed.  The report shall include the date and time of the service call, the location of the crane or hoist, the repairs performed, and the name of the technician performing the repairs. 
1.3.2  EMERGENCY SERVICE CALLS.  Emergency Repairs.  In the event an emergency repair is necessary, the contractor must be available within 24 hours of being called. The time allotted for an emergency repair is 72 hours.
1.4.  SAFETY AND HEALTH STANDARDS: The contractor shall be required to furnish signs, which will be placed when work is being performed, stating “Hoist being serviced – DO NOT USE” and “Overhead Work”.  The signs will 
be removed immediately after work is accomplished.  The contractor shall also establish “clear zones” by barricading or roping off the area prior to performing hazardous/overhead work. If a building has more than one hoist, only one hoist will be serviced at a time, unless approved by the Contracting Officer.

1.4.1.
Provide protection to government property to prevent damage during period of time the property is under the control or in possession of the contractor.

1.4.2.
Contractor shall require all subcontractors to comply with the safety provisions of this contract.

1.4.3.  Record and report promptly (within 1 hour) to the Contracting Officer, all available facts relating to each instance of damage to government property or injury to either contractor or government personnel.

1.4.4.
In the event of an accident or mishap, take reasonable and prudent action to establish control of the 
accident or mishap scene, prevent further damage to persons or property, and preserve evidence until released by the accident or mishap investigating authority through the Contracting Officer.

1.4.5.
If the government elects to conduct an investigation of the accident or mishap, the contractor shall cooperate fully and assist the government personnel in conducting such investigation until the 
investigation is completed

1.4.6.  Contractor shall require subcontractors to cooperate and assist the government in any accident or mishap reporting and investigation.

1.5.  Contractor shall submit proposed schedules for inspection/repair for approval to the Contracting Officer not later than the one week after contract award.  The Contracting Officer must approve changes to the schedule after coordination has been obtained from the appropriate building manager.

1.5.1.  Contractor shall be responsible for contacting appropriate personnel at each listed facility to schedule hoist inspection, maintenance and load test at least 24 hours prior to arrival.

2.  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES.  The government shall provide, without cost unless otherwise stated, the services listed below.

2.1.  SERVICES.
2.1.1  Utilities.  The Government will provide electricity, water, and sewage service used in job areas if available.  Hot water is generally not available in most buildings.

2.1.2.  Security Forces (SF) and Fire Protection.  The Government will provide Security Forces and Fire Protection services. SF desk number is 494-2008; Fire Department will respond to 911.

2.1.3. Emergency Medical Treatment.  The Government will provide emergency medical treatment for Contractor personnel.  Contractor personnel shall prepare necessary paperwork and the Contractor shall reimburse the Government for the cost of medical treatment.

2.1.4. Contractor personnel shall not use recreational or other Government equipment/facilities or loiter in the buildings being serviced.
3.  GENERAL INFORMATION.

3.1.  QUALITY CONTROL.  Contractor shall develop and maintain a quality program to ensure maintenance and repair services are performed in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.  The contractor shall develop and implement procedures to identify and prevent defective services from reoccurring.  The contractor must have a specific quality control inspector to notify in case of customer complaints.

3.2.  GOVERNMENT REMEDIES.  The contracting officer shall follow the requirements of FAR 52.212-4, Contract Terms and Conditions for Commercial Items (May 1997), for contractor’s failure to correct nonconforming services.

3.3.  HOURS OF OPERATION .  The government reserves the right to establish specific days and times for performance of any work under this contract.

3.3.1.  Normal Hours.  The Contractor shall perform required services under this contract during normal duty hours, 7:00 a.m. - 3:45 p.m., Monday through Friday.  

3.3.2.  Recognized Holidays.  The Contractor is not required to provide service on the following days:

3.3.3.  Other Than Normal Hours. Due to the nature of some organizational operations at Patrick AFB, and some areas inaccessible during normal hours, it may become necessary for the contractor to schedule work during non-peak hours and weekends.
3.4. RECORDS.  The contractor shall be responsible for creating, maintaining, providing the original record, or a reproducible copy of any such record of all repairs accomplished along with the certification of the crane/hoist. 


3.5. ENVIRONMENTAL CONTROLS. Compliance with Laws and Regulations.  The contractor shall be knowledgeable of and comply with all applicable interstate, Federal, State and local laws, regulations, and requirements regarding environmental protection.  This is to include, but is not limited to, the Comprehensive Emergency Response, Compensation and Liability Act; Resource Conservation and Recovery Act; Toxic Substance Control Act. In the event environmental laws/regulations change during the terms of this contract, the contractor is required to comply as such laws/regulations come into effect.  If there is an increase or decrease in cost as a result of the change, the contractor shall inform the Contracting Officer and negotiate a modification to the contract.
3.5.1.
Notification of Environmental Spills.  If the contractor spills or releases any substance contained in 40 CFR 302 into the environment, the contractor or its agent shall immediately report 
the incident to the Base Security Police at 911 and the Contracting Officer.  The liability for the spill or release of such substances rests solely with the contractor and its agent.

3.6. SECURITY REQUIREMENTS.  The contractor shall obtain the necessary pass and/or identification for entry into Patrick AFB and for all employees prior to the commencement of work.  The Government reserves the right to refuse to issue a pass to any employee of the contractor for any reason deemed valid by the Government.

3.6.1.
Sign in Procedures.  During the course of this contract, there may be facilities or areas where the contractor employees will be required to sign in when they begin work and sign out when complete.  The contractor is obligated to comply with these security requirements.

3.6.2.
Personnel Lists.  During the course of this contract, there may be facilities or areas that shall require the contractor to provide a list of personnel who will be servicing those facilities/areas. The contractor is obligated to comply with these security requirements.

3.6.3.
Physical Security. The contractor shall be responsible for safeguarding all government property  provided for contractor use.  At the close of each work period, government facilities, property and materials shall be secured. The contractor shall safeguard the government-furnished facilities and material contained therein.

3.7.  SPECIAL QUALIFICATIONS. Contractor personnel shall be certified by appropriate federal and state regulatory agencies to meet federal and local certification requirements in maintenance of cranes and hoists. 

3.7.1.   Employees.  The contract manager and employees must be able to read, write, speak, and understand English.

3.7.1.1.  The Government has the right to restrict the employment under the contract of any Contractor employee, or prospective Contractor employee, who is identified as a potential threat to the health, safety, security, general well being or operational mission of the installation and its population.

3.7.1.2.  Contractor personnel shall present a neat appearance and be easily recognized.  Each employee shall wear a Contractor-furnished visible identification badge, which shall include, as a minimum, the individual's first name and the name of the Contractor.  Contractor personnel shall wear shirts and closed shoes at all times while on duty.  Wearing of military uniforms, camouflage clothing, or military insignia, or parts thereof is prohibited under this contract.

3.7.1.3.  The contractor shall provide a roster of contractor personnel authorized to work on the installation to the Contracting Officer, Security Forces, and 45 CES/CEOE not later than seven (7) days prior to the contract start date.  This roster shall show employee names, social security number (SSAN), position title, security clearance (if applicable), and the shift/hours/days each employee is scheduled to work.  The roster shall also show pager numbers and office telephone numbers of the Contract Manager and Deputy Manager.  If changes occur, an updated roster shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer, Security Forces, and 45 CES/CEOE within two (2) workdays of the change.

3.8.  WARRANTIES/GUARANTEES.

3.8.1.  The Contractor shall warranty all materials and workmanship done under this contract for a period of one year.  The Contractor shall repair or replace, at his own expense, any materials that become defective during the warranty period as a result of imperfect material or workmanship.

3.8.2.  All warranties shall become valid and operative upon the date of Government acceptance, as established by the Contracting Officer.  Date of turn-on of mechanical equipment, electrical systems and sub-systems shall precede the date of Government acceptance in order for testing, balancing, interfacing, check-out and final finishing to proceed.  Warranties shall not apply where damage is the result of abuse or neglect by the Government.

3.9.  CONTRACTOR PAYMENT.  The Contractor shall submit invoices on a monthly basis to:

STANDARD DEFINITIONS

Quality Assurance (QA). Those actions taken by Government to ensure services meet the requirements of the Statement of Work (SOW).  

Quality Control.  Those actions taken by a Contractor to control the performance of services so that they meet the requirements of the SOW. 

TECHNICAL DEFINITIONS PATICULAR TO THIS SOW

Annual Maintenance.  Services performed once during the contract period and subject to advance scheduling.

Corrective Maintenance.  The routine adjustment, replacement, or refurbishment of all parts or materials required to restore the system to its original efficiency.

Monthly Maintenance.  Services performed during calendar months at intervals of 28 to 31 days.

Preventive Maintenance.  The routine recurring checks, cleaning, and lubrication required to ensure the systems is in such condition that it may be utilized at the original capacity and efficiency, for its intended purpose.  The Contractor must dispose of all lubrication fluids off base in accordance with federal, state, and local regulations.

Quarterly Maintenance.  Services performed during contract period at intervals of 80 to 100 days.  It is to be considered that there are four quarterly periods within the period of this contract. (c) During performance of the contract, the contractor shall be responsible for obtaining required identification for newly assigned personnel and for prompt return of credentials and vehicle passes for any employee who no longer requires access to the work site.

(d) When work under this contract requires unescorted entry to controlled or restricted areas, the contractor shall comply with AFI 31-101, Volume 1, The Air Force Installation Security Program, and AFI 31-501, Personnel Security Program Management, as applicable.

(e) Upon completion or termination of the contract or expiration of the identification passes, the prime contractor shall ensure that all base identification passes issued to employees and subcontractor employees are returned to the issuing office.

(f) Failure to comply with these requirements may result in withholding of final payment.
