STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR

MAINTAINING PORTABLE FIRE EXTINGUISHERS

AND FIRE SUPPRESSION SYSTEMS
1.  DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES.  The contractor shall provide all tools, materials, equipment, transportation, personnel, to include supervision and all other items necessary to perform all operations in connection with the inspection, testing, recharging, maintenance, hydrostatic testing, repairing, and painting of fire suppression systems and fire extinguishers in a manner that will ensure their serviceability and prevent deterioration in value or effectiveness.  Fire extinguishers consist of ABC Dry Chemical, BC Dry Chemical, Dry Powder, Carbon Dioxide, Class K, Water Mist, and Halon fire extinguishers. Fire suppression systems consist of Dry Chemical Systems, Carbon Dioxide Systems, Halon 1301 Systems, and Wet Chemical Systems.  These systems are located in various buildings at Lackland AFB (LAFB), Lackland Training Annex (LTA), Wilford Hall Medical Center (WHMC), Camp Bullis, and Kelly Field Annex (KFA).   All work to be performed under this contract will be ordered in accordance with the ordering clauses and provisions in this contract. The contractor shall, consistently provide quality fire extinguisher and fire suppression service in accordance with applicable standards and guidelines. The contractor will be provided with a list of applicable building managers and phone numbers concurrent with the issuance of applicable Delivery Orders. The contractor shall coordinate and schedule maintenance dates and times with building managers or dining hall supervisors on all fire suppression system work. The contractor shall report to WHMC, Facilities Management Room 1T06, each day work is performed at WHMC and sign the contractor's log book. Workload estimates are located in Appendix 6.   Contractor shall provide a 24-hour telephonic point of contact throughout the ordered period to receive emergency taskings from authorized government officials.    Contractor shall provide this contact point and number to a government official designated in writing by the Contracting Officer.   Contractor shall notify the designated official of any changes in the contact point or number as they occur.

1.1.  (CLIN X001) MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR SERVICES PORTABLE FIRE EXTINGUISHERS.  The contractor shall inspect, test, and maintain (repair) portable hand held Dry Chemical and wheeled (125 lbs), Class K, Water Mist, Carbon Dioxide CO2, and wheeled Halon 1211 (150 lb) fire extinguishers.  Portables shall be serviced in accordance with NFPA 10, current editions and manufacture's specifications, to include, but not be limited to, maintenance, inspection, recharging, hydrostatic testing, replacement of defective heads, replacement of gauges and ruptured discs, replace hoses and nozzles as needed, labeling, and painting.  Painting chemical storage cylinders, replacement of defective heads and ruptured discs shall be part of normal repair. When Technical Services has five (5) or more portable extinguishers needing service, the contractor will be notified 24 hours in advance of required pickup.  The contractor shall pick up the cartridges and portable extinguishers at building 2325, and wheeled extinguishers at building 1207, Lackland AFB, TX, when notified by Technical Services.  The contractor shall return repaired cartridges/extinguishers within ten (10) calendar days.  The contractor shall perform the required services on portable (hand held) fire extinguishers, and flight line wheeled Halon fire extinguishers.  The contractor shall provide written certification on the operational condition of each extinguisher. Maintenance records must be in accordance with NFPA 10 and other current NFPA standards. 

1.1.1 MAINTENANCE. Maintenance returns a fire extinguisher to full operating capacity as prescribed by the manufacturer's specifications, National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) Standards, and as described below.   

1.1.1.1. Fire Extinguisher Recharge. Recharge of portable hand held Dry Chemical and wheeled (125 lbs), Carbon Dioxide CO2, and wheeled Halon 1211 (150 lb) fire extinguishers are to be accomplished by the contractor in accordance with NFPA 10, other current NFPA standards, and manufacturer’s specifications. The replacement of extinguisher agent also includes the agent expellant for certain types of extinguishers. The Government will furnish, at no cost to the contractor, halogenated (Halon 1211, 1301) fire extinguishing agent (if required).
1.1.1.2. Painting. Fire extinguishers shall be painted as indicated in the listing of work provided to the contractor. Extinguishers shall be painted in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications.

1.1.1.3. Labeling. The contractor shall replace fire extinguisher identification labels, classification symbols, product inspection stickers/plates/decals and other required information labeling if the originals are damaged or missing.  Labeling shall be in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications, NFPA 10, and other current NFPA standards.

1.1.1.4.  Reports.  The contractor shall submit a complete report of all maintenance and servicing accomplished when fire extinguishers are returned to the government.  The reports shall be submitted to the Government representative designated by the Contracting Officer.  The reports shall include a record of conditions found, repairs, recharging, and all replacement parts used.  All records, documents, and associated papers provided by the Contractor or generated during the period of this contract become government property and will be returned to the government upon contract termination or completion.  During the contract period, all records, documents, and associated papers will be available for Government review.
2. (CLIN X002) PERFORM SIX-YEAR MAINTENANCE.  The contractor shall perform overhaul maintenance in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications for each type extinguisher. Each six-year maintenance shall be recorded in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations, NFPA 10, and other current NFPA standards.

3. (CLIN X003) HYDROSTATIC TESTING. The contractor shall hydrostatically test extinguishers as specified in the manufacturer’s specifications, NFPA 10, and other current NFPA standards.

4.   (CLIN X004) PERFORM MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR SERVICES FIXED FIRE SUPPRESSION SYSTEMS.    The contractor shall inspect, test, and maintain (repair) fixed fire suppression systems to include Dry Chemical Fire Suppression Systems, Carbon Dioxide Systems, Halon 1301 Fire Suppression Systems and Wet Chemical Fire Suppression Systems.  Systems shall be serviced in a manner that will ensure their serviceability and operation in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications and National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) standards. To include, but not be limited to, maintenance, inspection, recharging, hydrostatic testing, replacement of defective heads, replacement of gauges and ruptured discs, replace hoses, fusible links, manual activation devices, nozzles as needed, labeling, and painting. Painting chemical storage cylinders, replacement of defective heads and ruptured discs shall be part of normal repairs. The contractor shall provide written certification on the operational condition of each system.

4.1.  MAINTENANCE.     Maintenance returns a fire suppression system to full operating capacity as prescribed by the manufacturer's specifications, National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) Standards, and as described below.

4.1.1. Fire Suppression System/Cylinder Recharge. Recharge of fire suppression system/cylinder systems are to be accomplished by the contractor in accordance with NFPA 96, and other NFPA standards, and manufacture’s specifications. The replacement of extinguishing agent also includes the agent expellant for certain types of systems. 

4.1.2. Painting.  Systems/cylinders shall be painted in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications. Fusible links shall not be painted.
4.1.3. Labeling. The contractor shall replace fire suppression identification labels, classification symbols, product inspection stickers/plates/decals and other required information labeling if the originals are damaged or missing.  Labeling shall be in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications and current NFPA standards.

4.  (CLIN X004) PROVIDE STATUS REPORT.  The contractor and the Government Quality Assurance (QA) shall review the current inspection, test, and maintenance status of all installed fire suppression systems included in this requirement. The contractor shall submit a planned work schedule to the QA for approval within 30 calendar days after contract start date, which will be ordered in the initial Delivery Order. The contractor shall submit a documented report to the QA on all fire suppression systems inspection, test, or maintenance work, noting discrepancies, system impairments and recommendations, within 15 calendar days after inspection.  After maintenance has been accomplished, the contractor shall provide a service ticket containing as a minimum: date of maintenance, nature of maintenance performed, name and signature of contractor's personnel performing maintenance, and the signature of the government inspector.
6.  (CLIN X006) ANNUAL MAINTENANCE.  The contractor shall perform overhaul annual maintenance in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications and current NFPA standards for each type of fire suppression system. Each annual maintenance shall be recorded on a record tag consisting of a metal decal, which shall be affixed on the exterior of the extinguishing agent/cylinder.

5.   (CLIN X005) SEMIANNUAL MAINTENANCE. The contractor shall perform overhaul semiannual maintenance twice a year in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications and current NFPA standards for each type of fire suppression system. Each semiannual maintenance shall be recorded on a record tag consisting of a metal decal, which shall be affixed on the exterior of the extinguishing agent/cylinder. Fusible links shall be replaced with each semiannual maintenance.

6.  (CLIN X006) MINOR EMERGENCY SERVICE.  The contractor shall provide minor emergency service within (24) hours upon verbal notification by the CO or individuals designated by the CO to repair manual activation devices.

7.  (CLIN X007) EMERGENCY SERVICES.  The contractor shall respond at any time of the day or night when emergency services are required. The contractor shall provide emergency services within (3) hours upon notification by the CO or inspector to repair or recharge damaged or discharged fire extinguishing systems to full operational condition as determined by the government.

8.  GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES.  The government will provide utilities (water and electricity) and emergency fire and security police response.
9.    GENERAL INFORMATION.

9.1.  ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION.  The contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and environmental laws and regulations and local safety, and fire requirements, including the Air Force Occupational Safety and Health (AFOSH) Standards.  The contractor shall ensure that the purchase, use, handling, storage, and disposal of all toxic, hazardous and special materials and wastes are in accordance with federal, state and local environmental protection regulations.  

9.2. QUALITY CONTROL.  Contractor shall develop and maintain a quality program to ensure maintenance and repair services are performed in accordance with NFPA and other applicable standards and the manufacturer’s instructions.  The contractor shall submit a detailed Quality Control Plan (QCP) to the Contracting Officer (CO) with contractor’s bid proposal.  The CO will notify the contractor of acceptance or required modifications to the plan before the contract start date.  An updated copy must be provided to the CO on the contract start date and as changes occur.  The plan shall describe the method(s) for identifying and preventing defects including preventing repetitive problems in the quality of service performed.  At a minimum the program shall include procedures to be utilized to assure the fire extinguishers and fire extinguishing systems, are completely operational after repairs are completed.  The contractor shall maintain a file of all inspection(s), repairs, and corrective actions made by the contractor.  This documentation shall be made available to the government during the term of the contract and shall become the property of the government at contract completion. Also, include the method of the emergency service to be utilized.  It shall also contain the name and duty phone numbers for persons to be contacted.

9.3.    SECURITY REQUIREMENTS.  The contractor personnel shall be required to sign a    
temporary security badge at the front desk of building 2001, Kelly Field Annex before entering the restricted area of building 2000.  Expect a 30-minute wait for escorts to enter locations within the controlled area of Kelly Field Annex.  The contractor shall restrict personnel to only those areas required to performing work.  

11.4.  SPECIAL STANDARDS OF CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITY.  The contractor must possess a current Type PL, Type A, and Type B license issued by the Texas State Department of Insurance, State Fire Marshall Office. The contractor must possess a Certificate of Registration issued by the State Board of Insurance. To receive an offer under this acquisition, the contractor must meet all 7 General Standards of Contractor Responsibility in FAR 9.104-1, and this Special Standard of Contractor Responsibility.
9.4.  PRECONDITION TO PERFORMANCE. The contractor must possess a Certificate of Registration issued by the Texas State Board of Insurance, as prescribed in Texas Insurance Code Article 5.43-1 Fire Extinguishers & 28 TAC 34.500 the Fire Extinguisher Rules, prior to the start of contract performance. Before engaging in contract performance, the contractor must have at least one licensed person who shall be properly equipped with a Type PL, Type A, and Type B license. The contractor is required to submit a copy of the Certificate of Registration and each required license prior to contract performance. Failure to obtain and provide proof of the required certificate and licenses by the scheduled start of contract performance will be grounds for termination by default.
