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STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW)

FOR

GROUNDS MAINTENANCE SERVICES

Air Force Real Property Agency

Plattsburgh AFB, New York

29 August 2003

1.  SCOPE OF SERVICES:  The contractor shall provide all labor, materials, equipment, fuels, supplies, transportation, subcontracting support, and supervision necessary to complete grounds maintenance services at the Air Force Real Property Agency (AFRPA) building and other Air Force-retained facilities and property at Plattsburgh for parcels listed in Attachment 1 and shown on the Parcel Map, Attachment 2.  As of the date of this SOW, the attached listed and shown properties are included in the scope of work.  However, the contractor should be aware that ownership of this property is being transferred by deed from the Air Force to the Clinton County Industrial Development Agency (CCIDA), the Plattsburgh Airbase Redevelopment Corporation (PARC), and various other owners, on a continual basis.  As these areas and properties are transferred to new owners, they shall be removed from the scope of work, and the contractor will be notified in writing that they are no longer included in the work schedule.  Grounds maintenance services shall include, but are not limited to, the following:

     a.  Grass Mowing.  Mowing shall be accomplished in the designated areas at a frequency to maintain the grass heights listed below.  The grass will not be mowed until it reaches the maximum height listed and then it will be mowed to the minimum height listed.  The contractor shall take precautions to prevent scalping, uneven mowing, rutting by equipment and damage to trees, shrubs, buildings, and utility services.  The contractor shall be responsible for replacing or repairing turf, trees, or shrubs that have been damaged by mowing operations.  This corrective action shall be accomplished within seven (7) calendar days of the damage.  The mower deck shall be set to a height necessary to maintain the listed heights, but not so low as might cause damage or burning of the grass.  Prior to mowing, the contractor shall remove and dispose of all litter, branches, or other obstructions.

          (1)  AFRPA Office (Building 2310):  Mowing shall be accomplished at a frequency such that the grass height is maintained at 3-3½ inches maximum, and 1½ inches minimum.  The area to be mowed shall include all grassed areas immediately around the building, and a strip not to exceed 5 feet in width around all drives and parking areas.

          (2)  Military Cemetery (746) and Clyde Lewis Park:  Mowing shall be accomplished at a frequency such that the grass height is maintained at 3-3½ inches maximum, and 1 ½ inches minimum.  The areas to be mowed include all grassed areas as shown on Attachment 2.

          (3)  All Other Retained Facilities:  Mowing shall be accomplished as a frequency such that the grass height does not exceed 6-7 inches maximum, and 1½ inches minimum.  The area to be mowed shall include a maximum of 30 feet on all sides of each facility, or less, if bounded by wooded areas, parking lots, sidewalks, or other facilities. 

     b.  Trimming/Edging/Weed-eating.  At the AFRPA Office, the Military Cemetery, and Clyde Lewis Park, the contractor shall trim/weed-eat around the building, trees, hedges, shrubs, fences, poles, monuments and markers, and edge parking areas/sidewalks at a frequency of every second mowing.  At all other retained facilities, the contractor shall perform this service when directed, but not to exceed two times per contract year.

     c.  Shrubs/Hedges.  Shrubs and hedges shall be trimmed on an as-needed basis to maintain 

12 inches of clearance for building surfaces, to remove limbs or branches that pose a safety hazard to pedestrians or vehicles either physically or that impair visibility.

     d.  Fallen Limbs.  At the direction of the AFRPA representative, fallen or damaged tree limbs must be disposed, off site, within a week of notification.

     e.  Fall Leaf Pickup.  During the month of November, fallen leaves shall be removed weekly.  The contractor shall dispose of all leaves at an off-site location in accordance with existing local, state, and federal regulations.

     f.  Fall Grounds Cleanup.  After the last mowing, all trash, papers, limbs, sand, leaves, and other debris shall be removed and disposed of by the contractor.  The contractor shall dispose of all debris at an off-site location in accordance with existing local, state, and federal regulations.

     g.  Spring Grounds Cleanup.  Prior to the first mowing, all trash, papers, limbs, sand, leaves, and other debris shall be removed and disposed of by the contractor.  The contractor shall dispose of all debris at an off-site location in accordance with existing local, state, and federal regulations.

     h.  Contractor will be responsible for removal and disposal, off site, of all debris resulting from grounds maintenance operations.

     i.  Contractor will provide all equipment, supplies, fuels, protective equipment, and chemicals necessary to complete the work.

2.  WORKING HOURS:  All grounds maintenance services shall be accomplished during the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, excluding federal holidays and weekends, unless special arrangements are agreed upon.

3.  CONTRACTOR RESPONSE TIMES:  Contractor will respond to routine requests for service within 48 hours and within 4 hours for emergency requests.  Requests will be made by the Contracting Officer or the designated AFRPA Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative.

4.  REGULATIONS:  The contractor shall conform to all federal, state, and local regulations pertaining to safety, traffic, fire security, and permits insofar as they apply to the contractor’s activities.  The contractor shall conform to all applicable standards published in the Federal Register or any other national consensus standard adopted by the Secretary of Labor in compliance with the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA), Public Law 91-596.

5.  SITE CLEANUP:  Contractor shall be responsible for cleaning up the site at the end of each workday and for removal and disposal, off site, of any debris, materials, or parts.

6.  INSPECTION AND PAYMENT:  A representative from AFRPA Plattsburgh shall conduct an inspection of services rendered.  Invoices will be submitted on a monthly basis.  Invoices shall be submitted to:
