PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT

FOR

WATER & WASTEWATER TREATMENT 

INSTRUMENT MAINTENANCE

                DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES: The contractor shall provide all management, tools, supplies, equipment and labor necessary to ensure the water and wastewater treatment plants instrumentation at Beale AFB, California are maintained in accordance with all local, state, and federal laws.

              Scope:  Appendix A is a list of Beale AFB Wastewater and Water treatment facility instruments.  Drawing and manuals describing the current systems and their locations are in buildings of the water and wastewater treatment plants and the utilities systems shops on Beale AFB, CA.

 
Preventive Maintenance. The contractor shall maintain and/or repair listed equipment in a fully operational condition by means of quarterly maintenance inspections. All equipment listed in Appendix A will be maintained and or repaired each quarter. These quarterly inspections shall include, but not be limited to: equipment inspection, lubrication adjustments, corrosion control, component and operational checkout. Intervals between inspections shall not exceed 110 days nor recur more often than 80 days. The first cyclic inspection shall be made within 30 days after the notice to proceed.


Repair Maintenance. The contractor shall provide emergency labor, parts, and service to any failed equipment listed in Appendix A  beyond normal wear and tear on an as required basis upon approval of the Contracting Officer (C O). The contractor shall respond within 48 hours to summons by the CO or Contracting Officer Representative (COR) when breakdown or malfunction occurs between cyclic visits. The Quality Assurance Personnel (QAP) are responsible for determining what constitutes an emergency situation. NOTE: emergency service calls not to exceed 20 per year. Emergency service shall be completed when the malfunction has been corrected. 


Reports.   The contractor shall prepare and submit a written report within two business days of the preventive or repair maintenance actions. The report will contain a summary of the maintenance performed, a list of the inspections that were not accomplished, and a description of corrective maintenance requirements noted during the previous inspection but not corrected. Provide copies of the report to the CO or COR and to the Civil Engineering Squadron (CES) Utility Shop.


Preventive Maintenance. The Contractor shall establish and maintain preventive maintenance records for each item of equipment included within this contract.  These records shall include descriptions of periodic maintenance, scheduled versus actual completion dates, and the person who performed the work  the contractor shall ensure the records are accurate and current. At the end of the contract year provide copies of the preventive maintenance records to the CO or COR and to the 9th CES utility Shop.


  EMERGENCY MAINTENANCE: 

Emergency Maintenance.  Emergency maintenance is work that is required to return a system or components to proper operating condition. Emergency maintenance is work outside the quarterly preventive maintenance. The contractor will be limited to 8 labor hours for completion and not more than $2,000 in total direct material cost to complete the emergency maintenance work


Emergency Calls.  The CO or COR will notify the contractor of repairs to be made from the inspection report or service call. All emergency calls will be considered routine and the contractor will respond within 24 hours. The contractor shall report to the work location, survey the repair, and provide the CO or COR an estimated time to repair not covered in the basic service contract. The contractor shall commence repair work after notification from the CO (or COR).  All repair work shall be in accordance with normal commercial practices using parts specified by the instrument’s manufacturer or items of  equal or better quality.  Instrument down time will be kept to a minimum. The contractor shall prepare and submit a written report two business days after the emergency repairs are completed. The report shall include the date and time of the emergency call, the location of the equipment, the repairs performed and the name of the technician performing the repairs.

 
GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES

Reasonable quantities of electricity and water shall be provided to the contractor without charge.  The contractor shall be responsible for installation, maintenance, repair, and removal of temporary connections or lines, and for returning all utilities connections to original conditions. No utility service shall be interrupted unless authorized by the CO. If  available, furnished electricity is 120 volt AC..

QUALITY CONTROL.    Contractor shall develop and maintain a quality program to ensure maintenance and repair services are performed in accordance with the equipment manufacturers’ recommendations and other federal, state, and local standards codes. The contractor shall submit the proposed plan to the contracting officer for approval within 10 days after  the contract has been awarded. The contractor shall develop and implement procedures to identify and prevent defective services from recurring.  The government evaluator must have a specific quality control inspector to notify in case of customer complaints.

GOVERNMENT REMEDIES.  The contracting officer shall follow the requirements of  FAR 5.212-4. contract Terms and Conditions for Commercial Items (May 1977), for contractor’s failure to correct nonconforming services.

HOURS OF OPERATION.  Normal hours of operation at Beale aare between 7:00 A M and 4:00 P M excluding Saturdays, Sundays, and federal holidays. The contractor shall provide the CO a written schedule of work intended at least3 days in advance. A courtesy call of when the contractor is coming to the base should also be provided to the CO at least 24 hours in advance.

Contractor Employee list.  The contractor shall submit a list of all personnel, vehicles, and equipment to be used during this contract period to the CO for coordination with the Security Forces, Fire Department, and other base organizations a minimum of five working days prior to first work under this contract. Updates to the list shall be provided when changes occur. The contractor shall complete all necessary documents from the CO to obtain a base pass from security forces at pass and ID

Passes and Identification.  The contractor shall complete all necessary documents from the CO to obtain a base pass from security forces at the pass and ID office. The contractor shall ensure that all employees have personal identification verifying affiliation with the contractor.

Worksite Security.  Contractor shall be responslble for ensuring the work site is safe and or secure prior to leaving at the end of the work day. 

Special Qualifications.  Contractor personnel shall be certified by the appropriate federal and state regulatory agencies to meet federal, state, and local certification requirements in the maintenance of water and wastewater treatment instrumentation.

GOVERNMENT REIMBURSEMENT.  The contractor will be reimbursed at invoice cost for parts required to replace defective items that are beyond economical repair on the equipment identified in this performance work statement. The contractor shall request written approval from the government inspector od the CO to purchase and install parts subject to reimbursement. When required parts for any individual repair total an amount greater than $200.00, written authorization shall be obtained by the CO prior to purchase.  Written requests for repair and replacement parts shall include a description of the defective component and the estimated cost of the new item.  The contractor shall submit the appropriate invoices, showing actual costs, to validate the request for reimbursement. A copy of the invoice shall also be attached to the appropriate monthly report.
